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STUDENTS’ INSTRUCTIONAL PRACTICE IN THE CONTEXT
OF PROJECT APPROACH

An enormous amount of current research is devoted to the integration of pro-
ject approach in the university curricula. Scientists working in the USA (Stoller,
2005; Ho, 2003; Eyring, 1997), Canada (Beckett, 2002; Lee, 2002), Turkey(Alan,
2005), Ethiopia (Tessema, 2005), Russia (Yesina, 2004; Olkers, 2008; Guzeyev,
2008) and the Republic of Belarus (Maiorova, 2010) describe project work in differ-
ent instructional settings and point out how English language teachers can capitalize
on the content and language learning benefits of project-based instruction
[1;2;3;4;5]. It relieswon the general didactic and methodological principles of activ-
ity, problem-solving, tegard for learners’ interests, responsibility-sharing, optimum
combination/of fromtal, team and individual forms of instruction, communicative and
situational ‘contexts, novelty and collaboration [5, p.50].

The British educator Michael Wallace treats a project as a kind of task-based
activity which usually involves an extended amount of independent work, either by
an individual student or by a group of students [6, p.46]. Fredricka L. Stoller (North-
ern Arizona University) examines multidimensional projects, that is, projects struc-
tured in such a way as to maximize language, content, and real-life skill learning.
Their main feature is a combination of teacher guidance, teacher feedback, student
engagement, and challenging elaborated tasks. In Stoller’s opinion, successful pro-
ject-based learning is characterized by the following factors: 1) real-world subject
matter sustaining the interest of students; 2) student collaboration accompanied by
some degree of student autonomy and independence; 3) a deliberate and explicit fo-
cus on form and other aspects of language; 4) process and product orientation, with
an emphasis on integrated skills and end-of —project reflection.
