Ambiguity of concept «the human capital» causes a variety of approaches to its measurement and an estimation. Ordering of available approaches
allows to allocate the base: 1. Definition of efficiency of development on the basis of last efforts (costs). 2. Definition of efficiency of development on the
basis of return (the future incomes). 3 Definition of efficiency of development by means of indexes. The indicative approach to measurement and an
estimation of development of the human capital has a number of advantages in comparison with other considered approaches since measurement of
development of the human capital by means of indexes allows to combine advantages, to overcome restrictions of natural and cost estimations; meas-
uring and estimating the human capital, representatives of first two approaches place considerable emphasis on its capital nature and smaller that it
human. Comparative the analysis has shown, that the indicative approach assumes a multifactorial estimation (considers influence institutional envi-
ronments), correlates with the concept of human development (United Nations) and allows to consider development of the human capital in terms insti-
tutional dynamics, thereby acting as one of concept tools institutional efficiency of development of the human capital.
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
